It is at Pentecost that we are reminded of our responsibility to share the gospel to the world. Jesus said to
his disciples in Luke 24 v 47-49 fand repentance for the forgiveness of sins will be preached in His name to

all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. You are witnesses of these things. | am going to send you what my
Father has promised; but stay in the city until you have been clothed with power fromon h i g NIV)0

He then says that i y avili be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends
of the e a r tAdts. 1@NIV)

The gospel quickly spread from Jerusalem in a few short years reaching all of the Mediterranean countries,
and also as far as India (tradition suggests). Clearly these people were passionate about what they
believed and had seen. As Jesus said, they were witnesses, they saw everything with their own eyes: the
miracles, the crowds, the healings, and J e s death and resurrection. | would have loved to see it all
including the Ascension, | ¢ a nthink of a more spectacular departure than witnessing first hand Jesus
disappearing into the clouds. | t nd wonder they spread this message, and yet it is interesting to note

Ma t t hgospél says that while some worshipped him others doubted! | think most of us would say that if
only Jesus had remained on earth then surely the gospel would be believed! Yet, despite all that some saw,
they still doubted. In fact for some time after Jesusoresurrection they were behind closed doors in fear of
the authorities.

So what made the difference? Well the answer, of course, is Pentecost. It is the empowering presence of
the Holy Spirit that above all else makes Jesus real to us. He makes us alive to God and helps us to be
aware of His presence all around us. It is this that can make us all witnesses to Jesus. We can only be a
witness to what we have experienced and so our inclination to share what we know about Jesus will come
from the reality of our experience. It is sad to note that the Christian faith is in decline in the West and yet,
in other parts of the world, it is growing. In fact it is growing in the most unexpected places: the church is
growing the fastest in Iran, where being a Christian convert from Islam is illegal. It is reported that many
Muslims are coming to faith all around the world and it is often partly because of vivid dreams and visions
of Jesus coming to them.

The Holy Spirit is still at work and, interestingly, it is the denominations that hold fast to the word of God
and with an emphasis on the Holy Spirit that are growing in the West whilst traditional denominations are
declining fast. It is the power of the Holy Spirit that is the impetus for church growth.

Now, the Church has yet to accomplish its commission from Jesus to reach the ends of the world with the
gospel. It is a command to reach every different language group and every distinctive tribe and nation. It is
amazing to hear of how different tribes in the most remote places are responding to the gospel and then
sharing it with others. Yet about 2 billion people have yet to have a reasonable chance of hearing about
Jesus, so we must recommit ourselves to the Great Commission of Jesus wherever He may call us. To do
so we must seek a fresh outpouring of His Spirit in our lives and into our churches.
